FreeSerif (FreeSerif.otf from freefont-otf-20120503)

This Transitional Serif font seems to cover all languages using Latin, Cyrillic or Greek
alphabets. The 'Eng' glyph has the anglo-saxon or Sami shape rather than N-with-tail
preferred in African languages. It also covers Greek, Arabic, Farsi, Hebrew, Maldivian,
Pashto, Urdu, Uyghur, Yiddish, Armenian, Georgian, Bengali, Devanagari, Gujarati,
Malayalam, Sinhala, Tamil, Cherokee, Amharic, Tigrinya and Thai.

For variations of the Latin, Cyrillic, and Greek alphabets I attempt to show the whole
alphabet, followed by Article 1 of the UDHR (it is traditional!). For the other scripts and
languages I merely display the digits (if not common 0..9) and Article 1.

In Irish, in real life the word “agus' and is often shortened to “7' which is a symbol for the
Latin “et' and it may very occasionally be seen on the web.
