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This Transitional Serif font supports Latin-1 languages (W. European, without
l-with-centre-dot for Catalan and also without the ij digraph for Dutch), also
serbo-croat without the theoretically-uised digraphs. Slovenian (without the
D-stroke used when transliterating foreign names) and Turkish.

It lacks an italic face.

For variations of the Latin, Cyrillic, and Greek alphabets I attempt to show
the whole alphabet, followed by Article 1 of the UDHR (it is traditional!). For
the other scripts and languages I merely display the digits (if not common 0..9)
and Article 1.
